Genesis 2:17 — but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the
day that you eat of it you shall surely die.”

Romans 5:12 - Therefore, just as through one man sin entered the world, and death
through sin, and thus death spread to all men, because all sinned—

committed sin by breaking God’s laws

2 Corinthians 5:17 — Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have
passed away; behold, all things have become new.

ABC’s of being born again

A = Admit that you are a and need a Savior

¢ Romans 3:23 — all have sinned and fallen short of God’s glorious standard (NLT)

¢ We must recognize that we have sinned against God — we have broken His laws and
His heart

e We must completely reject the thought that we can earn this by being good

e We need to repent (change mind and actions) from all sin

B = Believe that is the Savior

e Romans 10:9 — believe in your heart that God raised him (Jesus) from the dead



e The gift of salvation comes through believing in Jesus as our Lord and Savior
e We must acknowledge that He is the only way to the Father

C = Confess Jesus as your

e Romans 10:9 — If you confess with your mouth that Jesus is LORD
e When you believe you then need to confess Him as LORD with your mouth
e This could be compared to ‘swearing allegiance’ to Him

Question: Have you done this? When did you do it? Why did you do it?

1. A for the Word (1 Peter 2:2)

2. Distaste for sin, to do right (1 Peter 1:15-16)
3. Alove for (1 John 3:14)

4. A desire to your faith with others (Acts 4:20)
